Apostles' teaching Apostles' Creed (Old Roman text c. 67 AD) Didache (Greek text c. 70-90 AD) 
The Bible: the word of God, inspired

One God: the Father and creator; the holy spirit, his power 
 
Acts 2:22,23, Acts 10:38, Acts 17:24-29 (Isaiah 45:5-8,12,21,22). 

I believe in God the Father, Almighty; Maker of Heaven and Earth; I believe in the Holy Spirit; 1:2, 5, 3:10, 4:10, 7:1, 3, 8:2, 9:2-3, 10:2, 5, 11:11, 14:3.

One body: fellowship and breaking of bread
